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Fundraising Opportunities
 The Walled Lake Braves have a long-standing tradition of providing up to date cheerleading and football uniforms and equipment to our youth.  In order to do this we have a mandatory fundraising requirement of $100 for each participant.  This money also goes to help pay the cost of the practice fields, game fields, and referees.  In addition, there are some fun events planned for the kids including a family picnic, Homecoming game, pep rally and pizza party.
***Prizes will be awarded for the top 3 fundraisers***
Listed below are 3 ways you can reach the fundraising requirement of $100.
1. Raffle – At equipment handout you will receive 20 tickets to be sold for $5 each.  It is mandatory that you sell at least 10 tickets or $50, to provide enough funds to cover the prize money.  You are allowed to collect ads to cover the other $50 of your requirement (see below).  If you sell all 20 tickets, you will have raised $100 and have met your total fundraising requirement.  Raffle ticket stubs and money, and all unsold tickets, must be turned in by Sunday, September 26th.  The drawing will be at our homecoming game, which is scheduled for October 9th.  First prize will be $1,000, second prize $500, and third prize $250.
2. Advertising – Every year we print programs that are sold at each home game.  You can ask a local business, a grandparent, or anyone to buy a variety of page sizes and print a message in the program.  Please remember you are still required to sell $50 in raffle tickets in conjunction with any ads you may collect.  See the attached advertising form, which can also be found on our website.  This year the deadline for turning in the advertising forms will be Thursday, August 19th.  The programs will be printed once, so advertising will not be accepted after the deadline.  You can start getting your advertising in now to help you towards your fundraising goal.
3. Cash Donations – As always, you can also meet your fundraising requirement by making a cash donation to the Walled Lake Braves.  Some kids collect bottles and cans and turn the money in toward their fundraising.  Please keep in mind though, that $50 of the $100 requirement must be in raffle tickets sales.
